Basis of Preparation .
The financial statements are prepared following the accrual basis of accounting except in certain
cases where stated specifically. The statement follows the historical cost convention, and is in
conformity with the generally accepted accounting principles to the extent applicable except
otherwise stated elsewhere.

The expenditure nature of capital has been treated as expenditure for funds accountability
statement. However, this expenditure has been capitalized in statement of financial position.

d. Fixed Assets Fund
Fixed assets are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation.

General Fund Balance
Surplus or deficit form income and expenditure account has been transferred to General Fund
Balance Account and in the beginning of next accounting period.

Significant Accounting Policies and Explanatory Notes

Accounting Policies

Basis of Preparation

The financial statements are prepared following the accrual basis of accounting except in certain
cases where stated specifically. The statement follows the historical cost convention, and is in
conformity with the generally accepted accounting principles to the extent applicable except
otherwise stated elsewhere. Financial Statements are prepared on the historical cost basis. The
preparation of financial statements is in conformity with GAAP and which requires the use of certain
critical accounting estimates. It also requires management to exercise judgment in process of
applying the Bank's accounting policies.

Basis of accounting and accounting policies
The transactions of the Project are accounted for on both cash and accrual (hybrid) basis.

Basis of Preparation

a. Income Recognition
Grant income from different donors is recognized on cash basis.

b. Expenditure Classification
The expenditure incurred from the funds received from the donors under project agreement is
incurred as specifically mentioned in the project agreement.

c. Tangible Fixed Assets and Depreciation

All fixed assets acquired from donor funds are charged to expenses in the year of acquisition. The
cost of acquisition includes the unit cost and all expenses incidental to bring those assets to use.
Organization does not have fixed asset capitalization policy for assets received in projects. However,
all costs incurred for the capital values are charged to expenses in the year in which such cost are
incurred. The capital expenditure of motorcycle and digital camera has been treated as expenditure
for funds accountability statement. However, this expenditure has been capitalized in statement of
financial position.

d. Fixed Assets Fund
Fixed assets are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation.
